DCA to fund restoration of Tubman mural

The Maryland State Arts Council recently awarded a $4,750 grant to the Dorchester
Center for the Arts (DCA) to fund the restoration of an outdoor mural in Cambridge’s
Harriet Tubman Memorial Garden that was defaced in August 2009. Charles Ross,
an artist and direct descendent of Harriet Tubman, will restore the mural. His design
plan has been approved by representatives of local government and the community.

The project should be completed by July 2011. The memorial garden is located along

Route 50 near Washington Street.
