We think this concept is going to have strong
appeal to local residents and visitors alike, especially in this economy.”

Nov. 15 hearing looks to city’s future

A new Comprehensive Plan for Cambridge has been in the works for more than two
years. Hundreds of citizens participated over the last two years in the development
of a draft plan, which is now in the hands of the City Council.

The draft places strong emphasis on revitalizing the city’s core—the core downtown
area and its surrounding neighborhoods. The plan, which is endorsed by the
Cambridge Main Street Board of Directors, calls on the city to place top-priority
emphasis on increasing residential density and commercial activity in this area.

The City Council will hold a public hearing on the plan on Monday, Nov. 15 at 6pm

at the American Legion Hall, 601 Radiance Drive. If you can’t attend the meeting,
you can let your voice be heard by e-mail at info@ci.cambridge.md.us.
